 Your task is to create a party for the class that we will never forget. You and your fellow party planners will need to get all the supplies to throw a great party. You will be making menus for the guests at each table.
Process: 

1. You will begin your party planning by looking at the circular from Ms. Flynn’s Party Store. The store has everything you need for a party. 
2. You will now break up into 2 groups of 2. Group 1: will buy all the food for the party. You will have $10.00 to spend on food for the party guests.  

Group 2: will buy all the decorations and paper supplies for the party. You will have $10.00 to spend on decorations and paper supplies.

3. Each group will create their shopping list by cutting and pasting the pictures from the circular onto the shopping list worksheet. 
4. After you have bought all of your supplies you will make a menu of all the yummy treats you bought. 

5. You will create your menu by making a list and drawing pictures of all the food we will be enjoying.

	Student rarely listens and often "plays" with the manipulatives instead of using them as instructed. 

	Working with Others 
	Student was an engaged partner, listening to suggestions of others and working cooperatively throughout lesson. 
	Student was an engaged partner but had trouble listening to others and/or working cooperatively. 
	Student cooperated with others, but needed prompting to stay on-task. 
	Student did not work effectively with others. 

	Explanation 
	Explanation is detailed and clear. 
	Explanation is clear. 
	Explanation is a little difficult to understand, but includes critical components. 
	Explanation is difficult to understand and is missing several components OR was not included.
